ENTRY LIMIT Swimmers will be limited to 4 events per day.  
 
FORMAT All events are timed finals. This meet has an entry limit 

of 400 swimmers per session; first-come, first-served.  
Cuts to keep within the 4-hour session limit will be made.  

 
DEADLINE Entries must be received by 10/01/05 and be in YARDS.  
 
FACILITY 2 x 8 lane 25-yard pools with bulkhead set to allow for 

two x 20-yard lanes for continuous warm up/warm down.  
 
SCRATCHES Coaches will receive a list of swimmers by session.  

Scratches are due 30 minutes before the session starts.  
Teams failing to make scratches will have ALL their 
swimmers scratched from the session.  

 
ADMISSIONS & Adult Admission (18 & Over): $4.00 / person 
PROGRAMS Session Program: $3.00  
 
PARKING Participants and coaches are encouraged to use the 

Brittany Garage located on 92nd St between 1st Avenue 
& York Ave (under the last building on the left side of 
92nd St)  The garage gives a reduced flat rate of $10.00 
for up to 5 hours OR $12.00 for up to 8 hours.  Parking 
tickets must be validated at the admissions table on the 
2nd floor upon entry to the AquaCenter.  

 
SPECTATORS Only swimmers, coaches, and officials will be allowed on 

deck. Everyone else must remain in the spectator area.  
Volunteer timers will be greatly appreciated.  NO 
SMOKING ALLOWED IN THE BUILDING.  NO FOOD 
OR GLASS BOTTLES ALLOWED ON POOL DECK.  
Teams are required to police and maintain their areas 
on the pool deck. Athletes, parents and children are 
restricted to the 1st and 2nd floors of the AquaCenter 
and are not authorized to be in any other areas of the 
Asphalt Green campus (the AstroTurf field, the 
Murphy Center and all other floors of the AquaCenter). 
Offenders will be ejected from the facility. 

 
CONCESSIONS Refreshments will be available and must be consumed 

in the designated areas only. No food or glass bottles will 
be allowed on the pool deck or in the spectator area. 

 
INSURANCE: All swimmers in meet must be currently registered with 

USAS.  It is the responsibility of the athlete(s) and/or the 
team they represent to be sure that they are registered. 

 
RULES & AGE: Current USA Swimming rules are in effect.  Age group is 

determined by the swimmer's age on the 1st day of meet. 
 
AWARDS: Medals 1st–3rd place and Ribbons 4th–8th Place in all age 

groups.  Awards will be given only to a coach or team 
representative at the end of each session.  All awards for 
each team must be picked up; not just specific individual 
awards.  No awards will be mailed or forwarded, except 
in the case of computer failure.
